A LOOK INTO BGCD’S
TEEN PROGRAMMING

BGCD offers a fun and safe place for teens to spend their time with friends
under the supervision of caring adults. Each program is designed with the
teens in mind, helping to build character, promote leadership development, and
promote prevention of youth violence.

BGCD'’s established Keystone Club tries to build leadership skills while serving
the community via a variety of club and community based service projects.

Power Forward, our College & Career Prep programming for Grades 8-12,
empowers each participant to apply, enroll, and successfully transition into
their individual post-secondary futures. Youth explore four-year universities,
community colleges, the trades, industry-recognized job training programs,
police cadet programs and the military. Our inspiring Career Cafés feature
guest speakers from local businesses, unions, biotech and healthcare industries,
police, and academia. This well-rounded curriculum touches upon everything
from college essay preparation and resume-building to attaining scholarships
and financial literacy through EVERFI.

Our on-site employment for teens includes 90 young people who worked on-

site during Summer 2023, and approximately 30-35 are serving as school-year

junior staff. Of our school-year junior staff, about 20 individuals are duplicates
from the summer session and 10-15 are newly enrolled participants.

Safe Summer Streets, Boston’s first nighttime teen summer program, promotes
youth violence prevention, character building and leadership development. It
offers teens a fun way to spend their summer through an engaging mix of drop-
in activities, field trips, and free time with friends, all under the supervision of
caring adults. We extend our operating hours until 10:00 PM weeknights in July
and August and give kids a ride home at the end of the night to keep them safe
during the high-risk evening hours.

This Summer, BGCD introduced the TRU (Teens Rising Up) program to our
group of Career Prep members. This group of 14 & 15 year olds were introduced
to the workforce with training, volunteer opportunities, assisted at large special
events, and attended sessions to build the skills needed to succeed in the
workforce.
